From February 19 to 23, the annual meeting of the Board of Directors of the John Paul II Foundation for the Sahel, took place in Dakar-Senegal. Since its birth in 1984, the Foundation was entrusted to Cor Unum, now merged into the Dicastery.

Msgr. Segundo Tejado Muñoz, Undersecretary, participated in the BoD. that  examined projects still awaiting for financial help.
Projects approved in 2017 were 127, with a total allocation of about 2.3 million dollars; until 2016,  financed projects amounted to over 3,200, for a total of approximately 38 million dollars.

Food crises, depletion of natural resources, water in particular, and violence perpetrated on the population of the area, are the main concerns of the Foundation.
